Winter 2008/ Spring 2009:

· Made contact with potential developer of land in Hampton (Bellway Homes) and entered into discussions to ascertain developers proposal for site

· SWJCS reduce proposed number of homes for Hampton following concerns raised by residents and HRA

· Held open meeting in Amateur Operatic hut

· Leafleted 1000+ homes to publicise event

· Canvassed opinion from residents for community facilities they wish to be provided in any development

· Vodafone application to erect base station on Pershore Road publicised and information provided on how to comment on planning application
